Password & Username 
Requirements:

• Username: 6 and 20 characters
with no spaces or special
characters

• Password: 9 and 128 characters
and can include letters, numbers,
and special characters

Note: While you are not required to enter your Social Security 
Number (SSN), we recommend entering it to check if you’re already 
registered in AJC or received workforce services in Arizona as 
a result of Unemployment Insurance Benefits, Cash, or Nutrition 
Assistance. Your SSN is used to support data collection and reporting 
requirements.
