to Another
When my children f irst quali f ied 
for Early Intervention Services, 
I had many needs, concerns and 
often felt overwhelmed.  
I struggled, at f irst, learn-
ing a lot of information, some 
to help my child and some to 
work the process of services. 
As time progressed, I had many 
people asking me about our 
story. Sometimes it was doctors, 
sometimes it was friends, mem-
bers of our family, and occasion-
ally even strangers.

I have had many opportunities 
to share my family’s experience 
about Early Intervention. 

I have found the parts of our story 
that I share vary depending on:

66 Whom I am sharing it with;
66 Why I am sharing it ;
66 The amount of time I have to 

share it .

When I shared our family’s story 
with the Interagency Coordinating 
Council (ICC),  
I chose to share:

66 How I f irst made contact with 
the Arizona Early Intervention 
Program (AzEIP);

66 The concerns I had for my chil-
dren’s development;

66 The difference AzEIP services 
have made in my family’s l i fe;

66 The changes I would make to 
improve the system/process.

What you share may depend on:
66 Your child’s experience
66 Your family’s experience
66 What you feel is appropriate  

to share

How does sharing your story 
with the ICC benefit you?

66 It helps the ICC to know 
how famil ies feel about the 
process;

66 It can help the ICC under-
stand improvements that 
can be made;

66 It can give a voice to your 
experiences, frustrations, 
and gained knowledge.

When sharing your story with 
the ICC, please remember:

66 You have 10-15 minutes;
66 You can share your story 

in many formats, such as in 
person, by video or letter; 

66 You can present information 
individually or ask an ICC 
member or friend to inter-
view you; or 

66 You can share photos, a 
sl ide show or anything that 
wil l help you share your 
story in the way you are 
most comfortable.

Some suggestions to reduce 
your stress:

66 Bring a friend;
66 Practice before you come;
66 Bring props (pictures, etc) 

to help explain your story;
66 Tell ing your story may bring 

up some feelings. It ’s nor-
mal. I f you feel upset, pause 
and give yourself a moment 
before continuing; 

66 Remember that the ICC is 
here to learn from you and 
support you. 

Organizing Yourself to Share 
Your Story (a guide is provided 
on the next page)

Beginning:
66 Introduce the people in-

volved in your story;
66 Help the audience under-

stand by giving a brief de-
scription of your family’s 
background.
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Middle:
66 Focus on 2 or 3 main points;
66 Add relevant detai ls and 

examples for each point 
(chosen previously);

66 It can give a voice to your 
experiences, frustrations, 
and gained knowledge;

66 Build the understanding of 
the audience.

End:
66 Bring the different aspects 

of the story together;
66 Review and summarize;
66 Leave time for questions.

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Beginning: Introduction

Introduce yourself and share 
child/family information that 
you want the audience to keep 
in mind. Briefly explain what 
you’l l  be talking about. Let them 
know that you appreciate the 
opportunity to speak with them.

Middle: Body of Your Story

Choose two to three main 
points for your story. Think of 
detai ls or examples that would 
help the audience understand 
each point. Consider sharing 
what was most important, help-
ful or positive for your family, 
and/or what would have been 
more helpful and positive for 
your family.

mendations 

related to each 
main point

Details of each

Main Point(s)

End: Conclusion

Wrap up your story. Take time 
to restate your main points and 
repeat what you want the audi-
ence to leave with or remem-
ber about your story. You may 
also want to answer questions. 
Thank the audience.
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What is  the 
Interagency 
Coordinat ing 
Counci l  ( ICC)?
A Governor appointed group 
of family members, providers, 
state agencies staff ,  and others 
who share the responsibil ity 
for helping children who have 
developmental delays and their 
famil ies.

What does the  
ICC do?
The ICC advises and assists the 
Arizona Early Intervention  
Program (AzEIP) in: 

66 Developing policies and 
practices that ensure that 
early intervention services 
are family-friendly and sup-
portive, and that transition 
for toddlers to preschool or 
other appropriate services 
is smooth;

66 Learning from and work 
with the community to  
address concerns;

66 Developing family and com-
munity information, such as 
surveys, and handbooks;

66 Preparing the State’s poli-
cies and the Application for 
Federal Funds;

66 Preparing an annual report 
to the Governor and the 
Secretary of Education on 
the status of early interven-
tion in Arizona.

When does the 
ICC meet?
