What | Can Expect:

All team members will be treated with
respect and dignity.

Each visit, we will talk about what we

have done, what ideas | have to share

to develop solutions, and how | will be
supported as | learn new strategies. At the
end of each visit, we will discuss what will
happen next time.

My Team Lead will share ideas to
increase my ability to support my child’s
development. Children learn best through
daily experiences such as feeding, bathing,
dressing, and playing.

Visits will focus on me as my child’s most
important relationship and first teacher.

If caregivers other than myself are being
supported, | will get notes about my
child’s progress.

Visits will be scheduled during a time that
supports our IFSP outcomes.

Visits will focus on my family’s activities
which might include eating, bathing or
playing in the backyard. Visits may also
take place at the park, grocery store or
childcare center.

We will talk about how we will
communicate between visits.
(Phone calls, text, email.)

All supports and services will meet the
AzEIP Mission and Key Principles.
